Infrastructure & Field Operations: Backup Power Modification
Gary asked what is the availability of a suitable size generator in the event of an emergency.  Chase replied that is one of the reasons we went with a stand alone transfer switch, because a trailer mounted generator is readily available to run one pump, but the starter control panels within the pump station can’t isolate each pump due to the other systems that are running within the system.  This cabinet would allow multiple generators to be hooked up.
